Q: How will we find committee members?
A: Josh Van der Ploeg (United Kingdom) The committee only requires two appointed
members (plus the International Treasurer) and is only required to meet at least twice a
year. Even out of the pool of highly active DPCA members, we should be able to find
qualified committee members.
Q: What qualifications are you looking for?
A: The current wording of the resolution asks the International Chair to use “reasonable
efforts” to find members with skills and/or experience in finance, but these categories are
difficult to define. Qualified candidates may have past experience working as a country
committee Treasurer or on a board of a non-profit, even if they do not have formal
education in finance.
